Forward Presence

1 The Abraham Lincoln Carrier Strike Group flew 760 sorties totalling more than 1,090 hours of support for maritime

security operations and theater security cooperation efforts in the U.S. 5th Fleet area of operations.

1 Ninety-eight U.S. Navy Reserve Sailors assigned to Navy Expeditionary Logistics Support Group Forward provided
air cargo, fuels support, and expeditionary support services in Kuwait and Afghanistan.
Maritime Security

1 Maritime Civil Affairs Team 205 trained local medical personnel on proper medical incineration procedures and
certified a medical incinerator used to prevent the spread of HIV in eastern Kenya.
