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SAPR Support
Sexual Assault Prevention and Response Officers are available in all fleet locations. Victim Advocates exist in every command. 24/7 help and referral are available on line and by phone.

You don’t need to be religious to speak to a Chaplain and religion will not be forced on you.  You will also not be judged by a Navy Chaplain.

Reporting choices have significant implications.  In speaking to a Chaplain you have absolute confidentiality to discuss concerns, be heard, and decide if, or how, you might report the incident.

Sexual Assault Emergency Response:

Advice: While your initial action may be to phone 911 or visit a medical treatment facility, the Chaplain is able to assist you in deciding on how to report the event, and in dealing with the aftermath of the report.

Counseling: The Chaplain offers confidential counseling in response to sexual assault, leaving your reporting options open, and is trained to guide and support you through the process.

Information and Referral: The Chaplain is a rich resource for information on reporting and the wide variety of support resources which are available.


Religious Accommodation: The Chaplain provides or assists in locating faith-specific support in the time of crisis and afterwards.

Who is “your” Chaplain?
Navy Chaplains, with the assistance of Religious Program Specialists, work to ensure that Sailors and their families are supported by quality ministry that reflects the depth of our professional commitment. 
We know that many commands do not have a chaplain and that even if a chaplain is assigned to a unit, that chaplain may not always be available due to deployments, leave, or training.  So whether your command or your Sailor’s command has a chaplain or not, help is always available through the Duty Chaplain.
What does the Chaplain do to prevent Sexual Assault?

Every day chaplains interact with Sailors to help them understand their lives and become better people. They help Sailors who claim a faith to grow in it.  They help all Sailors avoid life choices which make them vulnerable to victimization. Chaplains are clergy trained in pastoral care. Serving along-side their shipmates, chaplains respond with insight and meaningful assistance. Chaplains also deliver Navy GMT on Sexual Assault Prevention and Response.
