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Effective August 19th, 2013:  Individual Ready Reserve (IRR) personnel cannot use the NKO web portal to access NeL courses.  NKO will become accessible to "CAC users only" from that date forward in order to comply with mandated DoD site security requirements.   

Individual Ready Reserve (IRR) personnel are not entitled to CAC identification.  The best alternative site still offering IRR Sailors the same functionality without a CAC requirement is https://www.courses.netc.navy.mil/  which is hosted by the Center for Personal and Professional Development.  

If IRR members have an established user ID and password for NKO, both should be transferable/recognized by the NETC site.  

In 2010 Cyber security measures were implemented Navy-wide.  A waiver was granted by NETWARCOM to NKO, allowing NKO to continue hosting Individual Ready Reservists (non-CAC holders) for two additional years while security solutions and alternate access to NeL courses were developed.  That waiver has now expired (without fan-fare) and non-CAC holders will now be locked out of NKO.
Any course that IRR members are currently engaged in (in NKO) must be completed, and the completion certificate printed not later than the 18th of August.  If not, that course or courses will be permanently lost (irretrievable, wasted effort, etc.).  This info is also posted on the NKO homepage.
FLTMPS will still hold records of completion history prior to the cut off.
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
